This
program is supported by volunteers and includes visits by community entertainers. Other
activities include art therapy, bus outings and music appreciation. Residents have an
opportunity to present ideas and suggestions for this interesting and varied program.

A Pastoral Carer provides support to residents and their families and coordinates a range of
interdenominational services and visits.

Kiosk volunteers visit all areas of the home offering residents the opportunity to access this
service regularly. Podiatry and physiotherapy services provide service and support to residents
and are members of the allied health services.

There is a hairdressing salon. The visiting hairdresser will visit residents in their rooms where
required.
